 Joining in healthy relationships allows us to create an atmosphere of care and 

connection within a church. How do we know when we‟re in “healthy” 

relationships? Social and psychological scientists have identified 10 key 

characteristics that produce adults who can engage in emotionally healthy 

relationships. People who grow through childhood and adolescence with 

massive doses of these 10 qualities are more likely to engage in emotionally 

healthy long-term relationships. What are those 10 qualities? 

1. RESPECT: Not treated as an adult when younger, but also not made to feel 

less valuable because of “weaknesses” like being a child, less intelligent, not 

as pretty, or a boy/girl. 

2. ENCOURAGEMENT:  Hearing good things about yourself. Being cheered 

on that you can do something. 

3. COMFORT:  Learned it was ok to be hurt. You‟ll live because someone 

cares. 

4. SECURITY:  Knowing someone will stick up for you when your back is 

against the wall. 

5. SUPPORT:  Knowing you have people you can turn to (talk to) in any 

situation. 

6. ACCEPTANCE:  Knowing you‟re part of a group/family that doesn‟t 

depend on performance or qualities. You belong and aren‟t rejected. 

7. APPROVAL:  Feeling you don‟t bring shame or embarrassment to your 

family or friends. 

8. APPRECIATION:  Knowing people value being in a relationship with you. 

9. ATTENTION:  Knowing there are people who want to see what you do or 

hear what you have to say. 

10. AFFECTION:  Love expressed in genuine and appropriate ways - especially 

touch or time. 

 If we don‟t have these things built into us as children, we enter adult 

relationships looking for this validation from others; sometimes sabotaging good 

relationships because someone doesn‟t fill this empty vacuum in our heart.   

 One way Christians can help one another is by allowing others to fill our 

relational tank with appropriate qualities we may be missing to give us a 

healthier foundation for engaging in adult relationships. Don‟t hide your 

weaknesses. Be honest with a few other believers and ask them to help you 

grow. You don‟t need to be perfect to be in a good church family; but it sure 

helps to be growing as a person and follower of Christ. 

Because you‟re not alone!
